Current research and its translation

As a researcher my work has focused on issues in post-acute care and practices. We are in the process of publishing our results in medical journals. The goal of this work is development of strategies to make bereavement care a routine part of post-acute care. Bereavement care builds resilience and diminishes illness rates among surviving residents and staff. When the corona virus outbreak began in early 2020, my team had just begun the process of recruiting 250 nursing homes across Georgia to deliver bereavement care training. Like every aspect of post-acute care, our research and its delivery had to adapt to the new environment created by the outbreak. In June 2020, through a collaboration with the Georgia Medical Directors Association (GMDA) and Alliant Quality Improvement Organization, we have found a path forward to deliver the training and broaden our reach into the new post-acute care landscape. 

As a professional in public health, I have developed collaborative relationships to facilitate my understanding of the influence of grief and loss on population health. L am leading an effort by the Georgia Department of Public Health to measure the number of persons experiencing new bereavement. Pre-COVID studies suggest that 3.7 million adults are newly bereaved each year. With COVID, that will likely increase. Our team offers reports for use by organizations across the state to mitigate grief’s negative population health effects. 

During the fall of 2019, I served as a physician-epidemiologist on Lt. Governor Geoff Duncan’s Health Care Task Force. This group was commissioned to translate the research into action. The following healthcare policy highlights were all directly impacted by the work of the Task Force and were signed by the Governor:  

HB 888 - Surprise Billing (Representative Lee Hawkins and Senator Chuck Hufstetler)

SB 303 - Georgia Right to Shop Act (Sen. Watson carried the bill and Sen. Butler was among the Senate sponsors)

SB 482 - creates the Georgia All Payer Claims Database (APCD) (Sen. Burke served as architect and Sen. Watson and Sen. Kirkpatrick were among the Senate sponsors)

HB 789 - Surprise Billing transparency requiring a network disclosure in an easy-to-understand scorecard (Representative Mark Newton)

As a full professor, with tenure at the University of Georgia, College of Public Health, it is my task to train the next generation of public health professionals. Through my graduate-level courses (Master’s and PhD), I train students in the fundamentals of epidemiology, chronic disease, and research ethics. A number of my former students work in Georgia’s health care sector – the Center’s for Disease Control, Georgia Department of Public Health, and advocacy groups.
