He has published over 120 peer-reviewed scientific papers. At UGA, Dr. Kong teaches the undergraduate course "Fundamentals of Food Engineering" and a First-Year Odyssey (FYO) seminar on "Chinese Tea Culture," as well as the graduate-level course "Advanced Food Processes.
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
